This Joseph Loschek was head huntsman upon the sstate

Arch-Bishop Ccunt Tun.

At one time the Emperor Froncis(father of the late
Francis Joseph) came to visit the arehbishop,for in Bohemia there
were very well stocked and well kept game preserves, The Emperor
uron this occasion expressed the desire to establish similar hunting
reservations in the surroundings of Viemna. Archbishop Count Tun
thereupon sent his best chief huntsmen ané forester to Vienns,and
that was Josef Loschek to Austria,where my ancestor entered the
Imperial service.

I recall his son,my grandfather, very well when I was
about ten years of age. My father also was in the Imperial service,
at first in the Wiener Neustadter Academy and later as forest warden
in Schwarzau in the mountains all of which belonged to the Imperial
Reservations.

I was born on the Forester's Lodge of the Academy in
Wiener Neustadt in the year 1845. T studied through several classes

of the Gymnasium and then attended the School of Forestry at Maria-
